Your entry fee of $50.00 per person will include a B.B.Q., event souvenir and a shuttle service for drivers 
back to the starting point to retrieve their vehicle. (A $25.00 charitable donation tax receipt will be issued to 
each participant).

Miramichi Lodge Paddlequest is open to both tandem and solo canoes and kayaks; it will be closed to 
motorized craft with the exception of sweep and safety boats.

Be a modern-day voyageur and have a great time while supporting the residents of Renfrew County’s New
Miramichi Lodge.
