ARES Group
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The Amateur Radio Emergency Service (ARES) consists of organized groups of volunteer federally licensed radio operators who enjoy conducting both local and long distance radio communications using various voice and digital modes.   





ARES’ mandate is to provide trained operators who offer communications assistance in a declared state of emergency when called upon by local governments or agencies.





The Renfrew County ARES group is part of the Capital / Seaway ARES District, which includes the Cities of Ottawa and Cornwall; the Counties of Renfrew (East and West), Prescott-Russell, and Stormont Dundas & Glengarry.  (Same as the Capital / Seaway EMO sector.)  Each of the 6 areas in the District has an ARES group and a coordinator.





 In Ontario, each ARES District is part of the ARES Ontario structure, which is under the Radio Amateurs of Canada (RAC) field service Canada wide.  ARES groups exist across Canada and the US.
